If you are successful, you are expected to commit to the Alzheimer’s Society’s Grant Advisory Board code of conduct.  

We hold two face-to-face meetings in central London, a two-day shortlisting meeting in May and a final funding decisions meeting in late November. Travel expenses are reimbursed. All board members participate in one additional online expert review panel meeting - ERPs are held between September and November each year. GAB members may continue to apply to Alzheimer’s Society for funding but must exempt themselves from reviewing any grant where a potential conflict of interest might exist. Members are appointed for a three-year term which can be renewed once for an additional three-years by mutual agreement.
